       IMPORTANT FREE SCHOOL MEAL INFORMATION  

A form has been sent out via your youngest child today so please check book bags. The form has 

up to date and detailed information about the eligibility for Free School Meals. Reception, Year 1 

and Year 2 children automatically receive Universal free school meals which is based on their 

age not family income. However Universal free school meals does not access additional monies 

(known as pupil premium ) for your child.  If your family circumstances are such that you think 

your child might qualify for Free School meals because of your family income please go ahead 

and complete the form (even if your child receives a Universal free school meal). Once a child is 

registered for  Free School Meals  the school then receives annual monies (known as pupil      

premium ) for the duration of your child’s primary education. Pupil premium monies is used for 

your child in a variety of ways e.g help with learning and assistance with payment for trips. The 

school will be undertaking an on line check mid week on behalf of parents so please complete, 

sign and return the form  to the School Office by Tuesday 8th May. If you are unsure if you     

qualify  please do go ahead and complete the form  as the Free School Meal department in   

Cornwall Council can assess and decide if the qualifying criteria is met.

Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
Governors and school staff are very concerned about the safety and congestion on Bodmin Hill and around the school car 
park at drop off and pick up times. 
  
We have taken the following actions to try and improve the safety and organisation of these very busy times of the day. 
 

 The walking bus will continue every day, rain or shine and will be staffed by Ms Simmonds or Mr Stead. As we have 
members of staff leading the bus we will be at the community centre at 8:20 am and will be leaving at the slightly earlier 
time of 8:30 am so staff and pupils can be in school promptly 9 am. 

 Staff members will no longer park on the left side of the car park. This area will be kept free to allow drivers with a 
disabled badge easy access to the spaces provided. It will also allow turning room for the taxis that provide transport 
from the county council. 

 A member of staff will do a car park duty from 8:45 am to 9 am. This will be to ensure safe drop off in and around 
the car park. 
Mrs Warren Nicholls will be on duty to pick up children delivered in taxis from 8:45 am.
