As you may know we have changed our school logo from the bridge logo to the tree logo you see on this letter.  As a 

school that is trying hard to sustain our numbers, it is important that parents from Lostwithiel and outside the community 

can see that our school has an outdoor learning ethos, is a forest school that is underpinned by our 5 P values.

Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
Governors and school staff are very concerned about the safety and congestion on Bodmin Hill and around the school car 
park at drop off and pick up times.
