I have been so impressed with the way the children have come 
back to school this week. They have listened and followed our school rules so well and it has been a 
pleasure to visit each class and see everyone working so well together. Our new nursery and reception 
pupils have made a super start to their time with us and our school has been a very happy place!

Typically, it has been a sweltering week! Staff and children have been struggling a little with the heat, so 
we have made sure that everyone is drinking plenty of water and staying in the shade as much as        
possible.

Regarding our school grounds, you may have noticed a lot of orange fencing around the site over the last 
few months. I wanted to take a moment to explain what is going on as it is nothing to do with                 
problematic concrete, I promise! We have a few issues as the old school building is listed and, as with any 
historic property, maintenance is constant. Builders are investigating subsidence with some of the drains, 
which is nothing to worry about but has to be monitored over a few months to track what is happening 
before it can be fixed.  
 
In the amphitheatre, much remains to be done. There is a little subsidence at the top of the slope which 
will be rectified in October half term and the Amazon climber is currently out of action as it is unsafe. We 
are in the process of looking at whether it is most cost efficient to remove, replace or repair this and, of 
course, these things all take time. Finally, we will be reinstating the sound system to the amphitheatre as 
it is my goal to use this beautiful outdoor space for as much learning as possible in the future. I will keep 
you updated on all of this over the course of the year and, hopefully, by the end of Summer 2024, we will 
be in a much better position.
