 We have got a very exciting new topic for the Spring Term! It is called ‘Extreme Earth’ and will be all about how our amazing earth is formed, volcanoes, mountains and earthquakes! It will link to our science learning which is all about rocks and soils. We will learn how different types of rocks are formed, collect and examine different rocks, minerals and crystals. We will link our art to our theme and explore how different artists portray mountains. We will focus on Japanese art in particular and the children will produce a mountain landscape picture using silk paints. 

Our English learning will be based around a story set near a volcano (The Firework Maker’s Daughter), and writing explanations of how earthquakes and volcanoes occur. We will continue to focus on spelling, handwriting, grammar and reading daily.
