Head’s hello 

We were delighted to receive guidance yesterday that confirms all pupils will return to School in  
September. There will still be COVID 19 prevention measures in place, such as; staggered drop off, pick 
up and play times, increased hand washing, increased cleaning and larger ‘bubbles’ of children. Once we 
have worked through the guidance and put a staffing plan into place we will send this information out to  
families next week. 
 
As we adjust to ‘the new normal’ and living with the virus, there will be more children and adults being 
tested regularly for a variety of reasons. We want to assure parents and carers of the following: 

· We will inform you if a child develops a high fever and/or a cough in school 
· We will inform you if a child does not come to school and has a reported high fever or new continuous 
cough 
· We will inform parents if a child is tested and then receives a positive test result. This will result in their 
bubble being closed for up to 14 days and public health England being informed 
· We will not routinely inform you if a child or family member has a test as a precaution or for their  
employment
